ONE Card Game
Materials: 2 Packs of ONE Cards, cardholders (optional)
Directions:

____1. Set up groups:

a. Form two groups of 2-3 people.
b. Give a pack of cards to each group.

____2. Set up the game:

a. Shuffle the cards and deal one card to each person in the group until all cards are gone.

b. Players should hold their cards fan-shaped, not visible to other players.

____3. Play the game like Old Maid: 

a. Each player matches and discards pairs of cards with equivalent fractions.
i. Example: Match 1/2 with 2/4 since the amounts are equal, then discard.
b. When all pairs have been discarded, start play with the dealer’s left and continue clockwise.
c. Player draws a card from the hand of the player to his left. 

i. If it pairs, he discards the pair, face up, so that the other players may check. 

ii. If it does not pair, he keeps it in his hand.

d. Next player draws a card from the player to his left and does the same.

e. This pattern is continued until one player is left holding the Big One card (like Old Maid).

____4. Shuffle and start again (if there is time). The last player to hold the Big One places the cards in the box and puts the cards away.
Rods
Materials: 3 bags of rods, 3 quiet mats, 3 directions sheets, 3 markers
Directions:

____1. Set up:

a. Form 3 groups of 2 people.

b. Give a bag of rods to each group.
____2. Set up:

a. Empty the bag onto your quiet mat.

b. Sort the rods by color.

____3. Match different rods to each other: 

a. How many ways can you match up different colored rods? ____

b. Draw the matching rods in the box below:

____4. The group member who did not draw places the rods in the bag and puts the bag away.
