3. Convert text files to speech files

Use Text Aloud Software or Natural Reader and import word documents or e-books and convert to speech files. 4. Photo storage

Import photos and create separate files.

· Make photo schedule

· Visual reminders for community based instruction or supported employment

· Save images of buildings or campus’ maps from internet 
· Save power point presentations as .jpg file and import into photo library
5. Import power point presentations

· Create Social Stories

· Create schedules or visual reminders
· Create power point flashcards with vocabulary words, math facts, equations, history information, etc.
· Save instructional power points as study guides
· Drag slides into Movie Maker, record narration, make video file, convert video into iPod format using video conversion tool:  Any Video convertor (www.anyvideoconvertor.com, www.zamzar.com, www.videora.com, or www.Imtoo.com )

· Use Camtasia software to convert power point files into iPod compatible files.  Record narration.  Power point files can include digital images as well as digital videos.  Available  www.techsmith.com  $299.00 (30 free trial available)
· Can also use Snag It Software (www.techsmith.com $29.95) and QuickTime Pro (available 29.95), requires more steps than Camtasia
· Become friends with a MAC owner!!-Power points can be saved, converted and placed directly into iTunes with one click; Open power point in keynote (yes, this will work even if you created it on a PC), file(send to(iPod—all video files will also be converted with the power point!!
· Power Point slides can also be saved as a .jpg file and imported in the photo library of the iPod

6. Use as an alternative to a “jump drive”

· Can be used as a portable disc drive.  Transfer files by opening “My Computer”, select iPod and create folder and drag file into folder.
· Must enable iPod for disk use.
7. Store calendar and contact information
· Turn contacts into “flashcards”  use vocabulary words, periodic table, presidential information, or math equations
· Enable iPod for disc use(My computer(iPod(open appropriate folder(drag and drop calendar and contact information into folder
8. Save text files for viewing

· Enable iPod for disk use.  Open iPod through My Computer.  Drag and drop text (.txt) files into notes folder.

9. Podcasts: video and audio

· Photo Story-free PC software that lets you import digital images with music and voice over
· iMovie MAC-for formatting a video
· Converting movie to play on video iPod (www.videora.com,  www.anyvideoconvertor.com, www.Imtoo.com, www.zamzar.com) 
· You tube or Teacher tube videos can also be put on an iPod using any of the conversion software programs
