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1. Sync calendar and contact information 

From the iTunes window select your device (select info tab(check boxes for contact and calendar ( select sync.  Each time you connect your iTouch to your computer calendar and contact information will be updated, both on our iTouch and on your computer.  
2. Photo storage

Import photos and create separate files.

· Make photo schedule

· Visual reminders for community based instruction or supported employment

· Save images of buildings or campus’ maps from internet 

· Save power point presentations as .jpg file and import into photo library

3. Convert text files to speech files

Use Text Aloud Software or Natural Reader and import word documents or e-books and convert to speech files.  Text Aloud www.nextup.com  $29.95 (30 day trial available), or Natural Reader http://www.naturalreaders.com/   (MAC Leopard operating system use automator software)  Free On-line text to speech converter options:  Read the Words:  http://www.readthewords.com/  or Spoken Text:  http://www.spokentext.net/

4. View text, powerpoint and excel files on your iTouch

Find a file sharing application in the iTunes store such as File Magnet (4.99) or Discover (free).  This allows files to be uploaded from your computer for viewing on your iTouch.  Discover allows files to be shared from iTouch to iTouch.  Documents to Go (4.99) also allows editing of Word documents on the iTouch.
5. Read e-books

Many e-book applications are free which allow you to download and read books which are no longer held in copyright.  Try one of these applications:  Classics (.99), e-Reader (Free), Great Books (.99).  The Kindle app (Free) allows you to purchase books made for the Kindle reader.  You don’t need to own a Kindle for this to work or if you own a Kindle your purchases can also be viewed on the iTouch.  Narrator app (2.99) includes audio and text, currently few books are available.  iReader Text to Speech (.99) reads text that has been copied and pasted from another app or internet, read documents, e-mails etc.
6. Study assistance

Many flashcard apps are available from learning languages, chemistry, math, science facts, etc.  Or create your own flashcards in powerpoint and use a file sharing program to upload to your device.

7. Manage tasks

Use a task manager app for keeping a to do list.  Most apps have the ability to e-mail the list.  Try one of these:  Write Pad (Free), Tasks (.99), or My Homework (free).
8. Voice Recording
Use a voice recording app like SpeakEasy Voice Recorder (1.99) to record.

9. Utility Programs

Find apps for flashlights, tip calculator, coin toss, metric conversions, level, and white noise.

10. Specialized Programs

· Communication (AAC) apps

· SpeakIt (1.99) converts typed text to speech, phrases can be saved. 

· iConverse (9.99) six programmed messages with icons (I need help, I need a drink, I need a break, etc).  Can program additional messages using photos from photo library.  Messages appear in list view.

· Proloquo2Go (149.99)  a full featured AAC solution with a default vocabulary of  7000 items.  Can be programmed with ease including adding pictures from photo library. (more information and videos at www.proloquo2go.com)
· Locabulary Lite (free) construct sentences for simple requests, reporting emotions or ordering from McDonalds and Starbucks.  Is not symbol supported contains only words.

· MyTalk (35.99) features image library of 1000 images, able to create own images as well as audio.  Requires monthly subscription fee to author and store data base on a web site.  (more information at www.mytalktools.com) 
· Apps appropriate for individuals working with students on the Autism spectrum

· iPrompts (49.99) a visual prompting tool for individuals using visual schedules, visual timers and choice boards.  Able to import pictures from photo library to create schedules or choices.

· Behavior Tracker Pro (9.99) allows teachers and parents to track behavior and graph.  Allows for collection of frequency and duration of behavior as well as collection of ABC data.
· iHourglass (free) and Traffic Light (.99) can be used as a visual timer

· iReward (2.99) choose behavior you want to reward, choose the number of times the behavior needs to be displayed, choose the reward, then track the progress toward reaching the reward.  

· Visules (4.99)  visual to-do list with text support and visual reminders.  Does not allow for importing personal photos.

· Apps appropriate for Preschool

· Wheels on the bus (.99), Itsbitsy Spider, Old MacDonald a fully interactive version of the popular kids’ songs.
