Mimio Station: Using the mimio to create a progressive mindmap
Mindmaps, clusters, and webs are useful tools to brainstorm ideas before, during, or after students learn content. In this station, you will use the mimio interactive whiteboard to work as a group and create a web that expands to include more details.
1. Open “mimio Notebook” from the computer desktop. You are now in “Capture” mode.

2. Click the second tab down on the left hand side. You are now in the “Multi Page” view. (You can also do this from the View menu.) 

3. Use the special mimio Expo dry erase pens to write the term Interactive Whiteboards in the center of the board and circle the term. You have now begun your web! 

4. Look at the Hardware Guide hanging on the wall to the right of the board. Find where the “copy page” button is located, and press it. Look at the computer screen to see what happened.
5. Have a different person use the special mimio Expo dry erase pens to brainstorm some main ideas related to the topic Interactive Whiteboards. You may wish to choose from the following main ideas: types/brands, uses, challenges, pros, cons, questions, ideas, student, teacher. (Note: 
6. Press the “copy page” button again. Look at the computer screen to see what happened.
7. Have a different person use the special mimio Expo dry erase pens to brainstorm some details related to the one of the main ideas on the board. When that person has written, press the “copy page” button again. Look at the computer screen to see what happened.

8. Continue to take turns adding to the mindmap.  ( Remember to press “copy page” after each person finishes!

9. When you finish, click File(Save As(Desktop and choose a name for your file. Click “Save.”
10. Click the first, or top, tab on the left hand side. You are now in the “Single Page” view. (You can also do this from the View menu.)

11. Use the left and right arrows at the top of the screen to review what you created! (You can also use “Fullscreen” view to display pages like slides in a PowerPoint show.
Bonus activity:

1. Click File(Save As and click the dropdown box for “Save as type.” Select “.jpg” and click “Save.” Select “All Pages” and click OK.
2. Open “Microsoft Office PowerPoint” from the computer desktop. 
3. Click “Insert.”

4. Click “Photo Album.”

5. Click “Insert picture from file.”

6. Click “Desktop.”

7. Holding down the shift key, click on your images, then click “Insert.”

8. Click “Create.”
9. Change the titles on the first slide (if desired).
10. Rearrange slides (if necessary).

11. Save the file to the desktop.

12. Hit the F5 key to watch your brainstorming slideshow!
· When you are done and move to the next station, please close all programs but leave the computer on!
Mimio Station: Using the mimio to create a Venn diagram
Venn diagrams are charts students use to compare and contrast topics. Finding similarities and differences helps students think more deeply and analytically about what they are reading and learning. Venn diagrams can be used while students learn content or as a review. In this station, you will use the mimio interactive whiteboard to work as a group and create a Venn diagram to compare and contrast two things.

1. Open “mimio Notebook” from the computer desktop. You are now in “Interactive” mode.

2. On the floating “mimio toolbar,” use the special “mimio mouse/stylus” to click the picture frame. This will open “mimio Gallery.”

3. Use the “mimio mouse/stylus” to click “Templates” in the Gallery.
4. Scroll down to Venn Diagram.
5. Use the “mimio mouse/stylus” to drag the Venn diagram onto the blank notebook page.

6. Use the “mimio mouse/stylus” to close the Gallery.
7. On the floating “mimio toolbar,” use the “mimio mouse/stylus” to click the pen icon. This will let you write with the mouse/stylus.

8. Write “adults” and “children” above or below each circle in the Venn diagram.
9. On the floating “mimio toolbar,” use the “mimio mouse/stylus” to click the pointer icon. This will let you return to using the mouse/stylus as a mouse, to select and drag items.

10.  On the floating “mimio toolbar,” use the “mimio mouse/stylus” to click the picture frame and open “mimio Gallery” again.

11. Find some images that represent what adults know or do, what children know or do, and what both know or do. Drag those images onto the Venn diagram. (You can change to “Fullscreen” view if you would like to.)
12. On the floating “mimio toolbar,” use the “mimio mouse/stylus” to click the “tools” icon. Click “Recorder.” Click the red circle (Record) button. Now you are recording your mouse/stylus movements on the screen.

13. Click the pen icon again with the mouse/stylus. Spend 30-60 seconds drawing on your Venn diagram.

14. When you are done, click the pointer icon again. Click the “tools” icon again. Click “Recorder” again. Click the black square (Stop) button. Now you are done recording your mouse/stylus movements on the screen.

15. On the “mimio Recorder” toolbar, click File(Save(Desktop and give your recording a name. Click “Save.”
16. Close all of the programs.
17. Click on the .AVI file you just saved to the desktop to watch your recording! 

· When you are done and move to the next station, please close all programs but leave the computer on!
